Shun Hing College (信興學院) – Professor Ying Chan
· Chinese for 信興 – “integrity and prosperity”
· Named after the company and its charity foundation, whose motto is “integrity and trust will lead to prosperity” --  in recognition of a generous gift from Shun Hing Education and Charity Fund, who has been a staunch supporter of HKU. In the past two decades their donations included William Mong Block for medical faculty, William M W Mong Professorship in Cardiology, William Mong Distinguished Lecture in Engineering, Shun Hing Scholarships, etc. 

· The Fund has been a staunch supporter of various local, mainland and overseas universities, as well as local community projects. 

· The late Dr William Mong was a renowned entrepreneur, known fondly by Hongkongers as the “king of rice-cookers”.

Chi Sun College (志新學院) – Professor Gabriel Leung
· Chinese for 志新 – aspiration for innovation and advancement
· Named after the late Mr Suen Chi-sun who was a renowned entrepreneur in manufacturing industry;
· Named in recognition of a generous gift from Simatelex Charitable Foundation
· The Foundation has been a staunch supporter of various local, mainland and overseas universities, including the Suen Chi Sun Professorship in Surgery and made numerous donations to medical research and various scholarship programmes
· In 2005, the Foundation established the Suen Chi Sun Hall (in Jockey Club Student Village II) for undergrad students. Chi Sun College is therefore the second HKU student residence established by the Foundation.

Lap-Chee College (立之學院) – Professor CF Lee 
· The naming was proposed by a group of alumni and friends who are making a gift to support university developments.  
· They wish to honour the immediate past Vice-Chancellor Professor Lap-Chee Tsui for his stellar service to the university, and he has also graciously agreed to lend his name.
· The Chinese meaning of “立之” is to build, install  and establish.

New College (日新學院) – Dr Sarah Liao 
· Chinese name of 日新 – renewal and perfection, a famous line from the Confucian classic of the “Great Learning”.  (see below)
· The college is named in recognition of a generous gift from The Tung Foundation.  The Foundation proposed the English name “New College”, and the Chinese name “日新學院”.

· The Founder, the late shipping magnate Mr. C.Y. Tung, was always greatly enthusiastic about youth and community activities.  Through the years, the Foundation has made grants and donations to charitable activities and institutions covering various areas including cultural, artistic and educational causes in Hong Kong, Mainland China and Overseas. 
· The key objectives of the Foundation are to foster, develop and improve social and culture development, promote charitable purposes, enhance cultural exchanges and understanding, and relieve poverty, sickness and human suffering.  
· The Foundation considers education to be the bedrock of a mature and successful society.  The training and nurturing of its youth is of great importance for a community.
