In connection with the University Museum and Art Gallery’s newly opened exhibition “Carlos Cruz-Diez: Circumstance and Ambiguity of Colour” (24 May – 17 August 2014), Nicole Schindler, Chief Executive Officer of the Cruz-Diez Foundation in Paris, will be lecturing on “Carlos Cruz-Diez: Thoughts on Colour”. 
Carlos Cruz-Diez is a much admired South American artist and advocate of studies of colour perception and kinetic art. He is known for his paintings as well as interior and exterior installations and light projections. Artistically, his work is based on the Movimiento Cinético (Kinetic Movement) of the 1950s and 1960s, and he authored Reflection on Color (1989 and 2009) to present his own understanding of how colour is observed in art. Mr Cruz-Diez has experimented extensively with the way onlookers see and understand colour, and how they can be guided – by showing single and composed chromatic hues – to experience the ability of the eye’s retina. This lecture will outline how essential the artist's contribution has been and how he has separated colour from any material and conceptual ties in order to recognise its pure value.
