Carlos Cruz-Diez was born in Caracas, the capital of Venezuela, in 1923. He is one of the great figures of the Kinetic-Optic art movement. 
“My artworks show a different level from the classic sense of artworks in which artists simply painted colours on canvas. When bringing colours to space and adding movement to the space, the unique beauty of colour can be found. A picture is not just a support where we can see objects described, it is also a place where we seek the meaning of colours’ behaviour.”
